Course Description

This course emphasizes one or more areas of plant science, animal science, soil science, agricultural business management, and agricultural mechanization, based upon the student’s employment objective. Local school divisions should select one of the following livestock enterprises: beef cattle, dairy cattle, swine, horses, or sheep. The competencies for the selected livestock enterprise are considered essential for the course. Supervised occupational experience programs and leadership training are important parts of the course. When only single periods are provided, greater emphasis is placed on individualized instruction and supervised occupational experience programs.

Course Objectives

1. Students will be able to explain management in terms of methods typically used to manage enterprises over time within the industry, as well as methods for expanding and diversifying workers’ tasks and broadening worker involvement in decisions.
2. Students will be able to describe technical and production skills that cover specific production techniques and alternative methods for expanding workers’ roles.
3. Students will be able to identify all different traits of leadership skills and use those leadership skills in contests, monthly FFA meetings, and in the classroom.

4. Students will be involved in an SAE project, which will be submitted and/or exhibited at the county fair.  Students will be able to keep accurate records on their project as well as develop an appropriate budget.

5. Students will be able to follow departmental policies, identify occupational tasks, perform safety procedures, and maintain a clean and orderly work area.
6. Students will be able to identify future trends and technology in the agriculture industry and explore careers related to agricultural production.
7. Students will be able to describe different methods of conserving natural resources, discuss methods of preventing forest fires, and plan and establish a wildlife food plot.  Students will also plant forest seedlings, identify Virginia forest trees, and common Virginia game fish.

8. Students will be able to determine requirements for establishing and managing an animal enterprise for beef, dairy, swine, horse, sheep/goat, and poultry.
